Despite success throughout his academic career (O-levels, A grades
at A-level, Head Boy, Shiniest Shoes 1981) he now began to realise
that there was more to life than waiting to be told what to do and
doing it well. Attitude, creativity, taking responsibility, genius, goal
setting and much more — all the stuff that he had never been told
before but was beginning to wish he had. More to the point, he began
to formulate the idea of working with young people to take these
ideas into schools around the country.
